The preferred age range is from 18-24. Everyone will be I.D. checked and will be required to
wear a coloured wristband. Those under 18 years will be required to wear a different
coloured wristband and if seen drinking will be evicted without refund.

EPLEASE - NO GLASS BOTTLES. || Broken glass is hazardous. We reserve the right to
